We provide Seed Funding up to $15,000 for 

short-term exploratory works. Ideas that have 

been sufficiently well-developed and have 

demonstrated a product's potential are 

eligible for strategic or signature funding. 

Strategic Funding ($15,000 to $150,000) and 

Signature Funding (above $150,000) are for 

projects that are typically longer term in 

nature and are at a stage where deeper 

applied research and development must be 

conducted.
