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Pavement Scientific International: Recycling Asphalt Concrete
for Road Construction

Pavement Scientific International (PSI) is on the cutting-edge of sustainable
infrastructure technology. The company is currently developing a project that
benefits both the environment and citizens by using recycled asphalt concrete
in road rehabilitation.

“Recycled asphalt concrete is used to rejuvenate urban streets and highways
that have surpassed their design lives and, as a result, are failing structurally,”
says PSI President Curtis Berthelot. He explains that PSI reconstructs
damaged roads with “cold in-place” technology. By grinding down to a depth
of up to 400 mm, the technology, which uses little heat, recycles the asphalt in
its existing location. “Stabilizers are added to the asphalt concrete and a thin
