Recent changes in the Saskatchewan Guidelines for Drinking Water Quality decreased the maximum allowable concentration
(MAC) for arsenic from 25 to 10 parts per billion. At least 20 communities in the province have a drinking water supply that slightly
exceeds the MAC for arsenic. Municipalities are required to adjust their treatment systems to the new regulations by 2010. [Read
